6. Commission Member Reports  
This is an opportunity for members to disclose any meetings or conversations related 
to Commission business since the previous Commission meeting. 

7. Public Testimony 
Although no formal Commission action will be taken, the Commission offers an 
opportunity for the public to address the Commission on items of interest that are 
within the Commission’s jurisdiction, but that do not specifically appear on the 
agenda. 

8. Water Storage Investment Program: Eligibility Requirements 
Water Code §79757 states that a project is not eligible for Water Storage Investment 
Program funding unless project proponents and the Commission complete several 
statutory requirements by January 1, 2022. Project proponents must provide 
completed feasibility studies, draft environmental documentation made available for 
public review, and commitments for at least 75 percent of the non-public benefit cost 
share of the project. The Commission must also find the project to be feasible. In 
preparation for projects completing these requirements and the Commission making 
feasibility findings later this year, Commission staff will provide an overview of how 
this information will be submitted, reviewed, and presented to enable the Commission 
to make a feasibility determination.  

9. State Water Project Briefings: Infrastructure Management 
The Commission will continue its 2021 State Water Project (SWP) briefings by hosting 
presentations about SWP infrastructure management. This year, the Commission is 
focusing on the theme of creating a resilient State Water Project by addressing climate 
change and aging infrastructure to provide multiple benefits for Californians. At this 
meeting, the Commission will receive briefings on asset management, planned major 
activities and budget for the SWP for the coming year, and dam safety. The 
Commission will also hear from a panel of stakeholders. 

10. Groundwater Trading: Presentation on Groundwater Rights Law 
As part of the Commission’s consideration of well-managed groundwater trading 
programs to support Water Resilience Portfolio Action 3.6, the Commission will hear 
from the State Water Resources Control Board and an expert speaker on groundwater 
rights and how they apply to the Sustainable Groundwater Management Act and to 
groundwater trading.
