Applicability and Timelines

« GSPs are required for all medium- and high-
priority groundwater basins, as designated by

DWR
« GSPs must be adopted and submitted by:

— January 31, 2020 for critically-overdrafted basins

— January 31, 2022 for all other medium- and high-
priority basins



DWR Responsibilities

Chapter 10 of SGMA requires DWR to:

« Adopt regulations for evaluation and
Implementation of GSPs

e Recelve GSPs

 Post GSPs to our website within 20 days and
orovide a public comment period

e Evaluate GSPs within two years
e Recelve and evaluate alternatives

* Perform ongoing review of GSPs (at least
every five years)

— A written description of progress towards
Implementation of the GSP
