The Los Vaqueros Reservoir Expansion Project will increase Bay Area and Central Valley water supply
reliability, develop water supplies for wildlife refuges, and improve water quality while protecting Delta
fisheries and providing additional Delta ecosystem benefits. The Phase 2 expansion will increase the Los
Vaqueros Reservoir capacity from 160,000 acre-feet to 275,000 acre-feet and add new and modified
conveyance facilities to provide broad environmental, water supply reliability, operational flexibility, water
quality, and recreational benefits. Los Vaqueros Reservoir was originally constructed and expanded by Contra
Costa Water District to address local water quality and supply issues.

The Los Vaqueros Reservoir Expansion Project will provide reliable water for South of Delta wildlife refuges,
improve water quality, increase water supply reliability, provide emergency water supply storage, enhance
recreational facilities, enhance regional collaboration, and provide enconomic growth with the creation of an
anticipated 20,000 jobs.

However, potential near term delays are anticipated related to completion of project
agreements. CCWD and JPA Member Agencies continue to make progress on environmental planning and
engineering feasibility efforts in alignment the tasks in the WSIP Early Funding Agreement, which expired in
December 2023, and on the tasks required to schedule a final award hearing for WSIP funding for the LVE
Project. JPA Member Agencies continue to develop independent business cases for their investment, which
will be informed by final permits. Draft Contracts for the Administration of Public Benefits are being developed




in coordination with JPA Member Agencies and partner state agencies. JPA Member Agencies and US Bureau
of Reclamation continue work on all aspects of federal interest and investment in the Project.

The project is undergoing internal near-term and construction schedule updates that will be reported out in
Q2 2024.

Significant progress has been made on partner agreements, many of which have moved from conceptual
termsheets into draft form. The team has hosted several CAPB workshops for coordination with members.

An Early Funding Agreement with CWC provides for a 50% cost share of eligible project costs during pre- | 100%
construction (maximum early funding was 5% of the MCED, or $23,877,917). An amendment was
executed in November 2022 that extended the agreement through December 31, 2023 and added
additional early funding of $927,917 to the total award amount for an inflation adjustment. This
agreement is complete and was fully billed as of December 31, 2023. CCWD is continuing work on
project completion reports and other close-out tasks required by the agreement. The remaining work
needed to move the project to a final award hearing will be financed by member contributions.
