Labor compliance program is expected to begin prior to qualifying work (construction) in approximately 2022. CCWD's 2015 
Urban Water Management Plan was submitted and approved by DWR. CCWD’s service area includes a small amount of 
agricultural water customers, but CCWD is not required to complete an AWMP based on the requirements described in SB 
7x7. CCWD is a participant in the GSP development of the Tracy Subbasin; the GSP development is in progress and is being 
funded by a grant from DWR under the Sustainable Groundwater Planning Grant Program. 
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
