Valley Water and the environmental consultant team continue to have interagency meetings to present and
discuss environmental and permitting topics. Additional environmental field investigations are ongoing. Valley
Water continues to work towards releasing a draft Environmental Impact Statement and a recirculated draft
Environmental Impact Report as a joint document to satisfy both state and federal environmental impact
requirements.

The project team is working on the additional CEQA analysis required in order to resume the geotechnical
work for the subsurface design information. This analysis is anticipated to be complete early second quarter of
2024.

The engineering team continues to perform some design analyses, and are advancing parts of the 60% design
documents. Other design activities remain paused pending remaining geotechnical investigations, estimated
to restart in the second quarter of 2024. Updates to the Basis of Design Technical Memos as part of the 60%
design development are also affected by the pause in the geotechnical investigations.




Valley Water staff presented a Project update to the California Water Commission on October 18, 2023 and
will provide follow up in April.
