This section should also
highlight the need foradditional fundingto
implement remaining remediation alternatives
identified. These smallcommunities should be a
top priority.

It makes it difficult to advocate the continuance
or expansion (like implementing preferred
alternatives identified in feasibility studies) of
existing programs if there is nottrack recordto
show success.
