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Background 

SB X7-2, the Safe, Clean and Reliable Drinking Water Supply Act, requires the California Water 
Commission to develop methods for quantifying the public benefits of water storage projects  if the 
proposed water bond act is approved by voters at the November 4, 2014 election.  

In March 2011, the Water Commission directed DWR to prepare work products on quantification and 
management of public benefits.  Through this process, staff has identified policy issues and questions 
which will need to be considered as part of the ongoing discussions of public financing strategies for 
public benefits.  In October 2012, staff first presented a list of questions related to funding 
implementation and guidelines, which may be useful in the future.  At this meeting, the Commission will 
continue its discussion of these issues.
